 If you are in a hurry to get to work or an appointment, you might be tempted 

to put a little lead on the pedal and zoom through the changing yellow light. But you 

might need to start asking yourself if running that red light will be worth getting a 

traffic ticket. Youôre thinking, thatôs impossible, I didnôt see a cop anywhere, so Iôm 

safe, right? Wrong!  
 

 We are seeing more red light cameras being installed at intersections to      

improve safety by catching drivers who run red lights. The setups include multiple 

cameras positioned to take pictures of vehicles traveling in any direction. When a 

vehicle passes a certain point on the road, it sets off a trigger that signals one of the 

cameras to snap two pictures. One photo shows the vehicle at the edge of the      

intersection, the other shows it in the middle. Some systems include a camera that 

is  angled to capture the driverôs face. The owner of the car then receives a ticket in 

the mail a few weeks later.  
 

  Public safety officials hope that installing these cameras will cut down on the 

accidents caused by drivers running red lights. According to the Insurance       

Institute for Highway Safety, drivers who run red lights account for 22 percent of 

accidents in the United States. These accidents kill 800 people and cause $7     

billion in property damage, medical bills, lost productivity, and insurance hikes 

every year. So, if youôre hankering to run 

that red light to save some time, remem-

ber that you could be on camera.

Many parents living in West Georgia were horrified to hear of the recent accident that 

occurred in December of 2011, where a student was killed after getting off a school 

bus. The student was hit by a car whose driver ignored the school busô flashing stop signal. Had the driver 

taken note of the bus signal and stopped, a tragedy could have been avoided. 
 

 Officials reported that on the evening in question, the bus stopped to let the student off. The bus driver 

activated the flashing red lights that warn other drivers to yield the right of way to children getting off the bus. 

The student exited the bus and was crossing the road when a car hit her. The driver was charged with first-

degree vehicular homicide, reckless driving, and failing to stop for a school bus that had activated its red 

lights and stop arm.  
 

 Georgia law states that when a school bus stops to discharge passengers, all traffic in both directions 

must stop. Drivers must not proceed until the bus resumes motion or the visual sig-

nals are no longer activated. One of the only exceptions to this law is when there is a 

divided highway of four lanes or more with a dividing median. In this situation, only 

traffic following the bus must stop. [Official Code of Georgia Annotated § 40-6-163] 

  

 

 Despite the fact that this happened 

on a rainy night, the bus driver had acti-

vated flashing red lights, alerting other 

drivers to the child crossing the street. No 

matter what time of day it is, itôs impor-

tant to pay attention to those lights when 

a school bus is stopped.
