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Increase in Jobs for Douglasville  
The Douglasville Development Authority (DDA) is working with 
two existing industries to add about 20 news jobs in the next 12 
months, according to Jamie Gilbert, DDA executive director.  
 
Gilbert made the announcement at the Monday meeting of the 
Rotary Club of Douglas County at the Douglasville Downtown 
Conference Center. He said one firm may establish a headquar-
ters operation here and the other will add manufacturing to its 
distribution operation, both bringing high salary jobs.  
 
Gilbert said 80 percent of all new jobs and investment are gener-
ated by existing industry. òThrough the development authorityõs 
Business Retention and Expansion program, I meet with Douglas-
ville companies throughout the year to identify their needs and 
issues,ó he said. He said the development authority worked with 
several existing industries during the past year to create or retain 
120 jobs, at an investment of $9.2 million.   
 
Gilbert said his department is working on nine active projects, 
with 1,160 jobs and $99.4 million capital investment and 15 ac-
tive leads, with 1,135 jobs and $245.6 million capital investment.

Gilbert said the recent increased activity provides two reasons 
for optimism. òFirst, it indicates that the economy seems to 
be picking up,ó he said. òAlso, weõre now being recognized as 
a development partner in the Atlanta area.ó Gilbert said his 
plan to attract industry is òa rifle approach rather than a shot-
gun.ó 
 
He said the idea is to recruit certain types of industry, such as 
those in life science, medical services, information technology 
and other professional and technical services. He said the 
Georgia Department of Labor identifies the Douglasville work 
force area as including the counties of Douglas, Carroll, Cobb, 
Fulton and Paulding. 
 
Gilbert said Douglasville has several regional and statewide 
economic development allies and partners, including Georgia 
Department of Economic Development, Metro Atlanta Cham-
ber of Commerce, Georgia EMC and Georgia Power.
