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Protecting You & Your Child From Dog Bites

Over the years of representing victims of dog bites, |

have been surprised at how serious the injuries can
be. Dog bites can cause permanent disfigurement
and psychological trauma. The most serious cases
may result in death. It is sometimes impossible to
know in advance whether a dog will attack. Even a
perfectly calm dog may attack and cause serious
injury.

Each state has different laws governing dog bites.
Most states recognize a common law cause of action
to create liability for the dog owners who were

aware of their dangerous dogs. Also, many states
have passed statutes for dog bites that will create
liability in most cases with limited defenses available
to dog owners.

The Georgia statute on dog bites are in favor of dog

owners in that it requires the Plaintiff to show more

than one ground for liability. However, every case is
different and one should consult with an attorney in

order to determine a case for liability.

If a dog seems scared, do not touch the dog as

he/she may be dangerous.

9 Do not leave your kids unsupervised around a
chained dog. A chained dog is more aggressive

and alert to any movement.

When the paint is completely dry,
glue the ball to the small end of the
pinecone for the turkey's head.

Cut out two eyes from the white felt
and a triangle beak from the orange
felt.

Glue the eyes and beak onto the
turkey's head.

Cut a piece of red pipe cleaner in
half and bend it to make the
turkey's wattle.
