Dog attacks have been in the news recently. In Douglas 
County, three pit bulls attacked a Douglasville resident. In 
Clayton County, an infant was critically injured by a pit bill.  
 
Over the years of representing victims of dog bites, I have 
been surprised at how serious the injuries can be. Dog bites 
can cause permanent disfigurement and psychological trauma. The most serious cases may result 
in death.  It is sometimes impossible to know in advance whether a dog will attack. Even a      
perfectly calm dog may attack and cause serious injury. 
 
Each state has different laws governing dog bites. In Georgia, O.C.G.A. §51-2-7, states a person 
who owns or keeps a vicious or dangerous animal of any kind, by careless management or by 
allowing the animal to go at liberty, causes injury to another person who does not provoke the 
injury by his own act may be liable in damages to the person so injured. In proving vicious      
propensity, it shall be sufficient to show that the animal was required to be at heel or on a leash 
by an ordinance of a city, county, or consolidated government, and the said animal was at the 
time of the occurrence not at heel or on a leash. 
 
The Douglas County Code of Ordinances Section 5-42 requires animals to be on a leash, and not 
allowed to run the streets. If your dog causes injury to another person, through a bite or         
otherwise, you may be personally liable for civil damages to the injured victim.

Increase in Uninsured Drivers in Georgia  
 
According to the Insurance Research Council (IRC), the number of uninsured drivers 
rise most dramatically during difficult economic times. While Georgiaõs percentage of 
uninsured drivers held relatively steady from 2005 at 11.9% to 2007 when it was 
11.6%, that number has likely rocketed since. The results of national research show 
that for every 1% rise in unemployment, uninsured drivers rise by 0.75%. 
 
If that trend holds true in Georgia, where according to the Georgia Department of 
Labor unemployment from November 2007 to June 2010 has spiraled from 4.2% to 
10%, then 15.95% of people on the rode are driving with no coverage. The IRC       
anticipates the national average of uninsured motorist will be 16.1% when its next 
report is released. 
 
Almost, one million people were injured in Georgia in car crashes from 2000 through 
2006, according to the latest Georgia Department of Transportation data. Over that 
seven year period, crashes resulted in 2,500 injuries on average each week. 
 
òState law says you have to have car insurance and if you donõt, youõre facing heavy 
fines and time in jail,ó said David Colmans from Georgia Insurance Information      
Service. 
 

Before canceling an insurance policy, drivers should consider taking steps to lower 
their insurance bill: 

 
¶ Increase your deductible to lower the cost of the policy. An increase to a $1,000 

deductible, could decrease your cost by as much as 40 percent. 
 
¶ Many insurance plans come with towing options. Eliminating this option from 

your policy will reduce costs. 
 
¶ If you have an older car, you may be able to drop collision or comprehensive   

coverage. 
 
¶ If you already have suitable medical insurance, you can drop med pay coverage. 
 
¶ Drive less. Carpooling and using public transportation will decrease the number of 

miles you drive. If it decreases significantly, let your insurance company know   
because your rate is based, in part, on how much you drive.
