 Our sympathies go out to the eight year-old boy who was viciously attacked by a pit 

bull in the Riley Farms community in Douglasville. The dog who lived in the neighborhood 

attacked the boy, leaving him disfigured and with emotional problems. A Douglas County 

judge has ordered the owner of the pit bull, named Rambo, to pay $700,000 in damages af-

ter the attack. 

 

 The child was playing outside with a friend, when Rambo attacked, biting him on 

the face and knocking him down to the ground, "causing multiple catastrophic injuries," ac-

cording to the law suit filed in the case. However, this isn't the first time Rambo, or his 

owner, Mr. Hawkins, has been in trouble with the law. 

 

 Hawkins had been cited at least 10 times over a four-month period for violating the 

county's leash law. A month before the attack on the boy, Rambo also mauled another 

neighbor in her driveway. 

 

 Unfortunately for the young child, the vicious attack has had long reaching effects 

that have caused him more physical and emotional pain. According to the father, the child is 

the target of constant teasing at school, faces more possible surgeries, and is fearful of dogs. 

He also suffers from scarring and a drooping eye, which resulted from the reconstructive 

surgery he had to undergo. 

 

 Despite the $700,000 judgment, neither the father nor the family's attorney on the 

case believe they will receive any damages. The defendant was a 

renter and wasn't required to have renter's insurance, which 

would have covered most of the damages, stated the attorney. He 

also mentioned that the judge awarded more than what the family 

initially sought, which was  $634,000. This case has also 

prompted some local jurisdictions, including Douglasville, to 

consider putting restrictions on pit bulls.

6. WellPoint- Investigations have proven that WellPoint con-

sistently cancels policies of pregnant women and chronically 

ill patients, confirming their cut throat strategy of putting the 

welfare of the company over that of their policyholders. 

 

7. Farmers- Always ranking low on homeownerôs satisfaction 

surveys, employees are given incentives to meet the lowest 

payment goals. Farmersô parent company just paid millions to 

settle a bid-rigging and price-fixing scandal, and they systemi-

cally place profits over policyholders. 

 

8. United Health- Not only have they endangered patientsô 

lives by delays and paying incredibly low reimbursement rates 

and jacked up premiums on products through AARP, but 

United Healthôs former CEO also faced criminal and civil 

charges for backdating stock options.
